Video Client Plugin Version 1.1

Installation:

· Copy the file „videoclient.device“ to the „Modules” directory of your progDVB application. 

· Start the application.
· Open the menu “Settings/Device List” and start the video client device.

Important:

· Copy all channel settings from server to client. This must be done manually at the moment. Future versions of progDVB may do this automatically

· Make sure, all clients have same LNB and DISEQ settings as the server, otherwise channel switching does not work properly.

Configuration:

· Open the menu “Settings/Device option” 

· Go to the control page, and click on “STOP”, the client is now offline and ready for configuration.

· Go to the config page, and change settings of client.

· When everything is configured, return to the control page and start the client again.
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Interface:

Please refer to the server manual, to see what the interface does. 

Identification:

When this clients logs onto a server, his name will appear in a list of connected clients.

Some servers may be protected by a password. You need to know the password, otherwise access is refused.

Autoconnect Settings:

When the client comes online , it tries to connect to the given [server ip]:[server port].

Furthermore, if the client sees a local server with that address coming online, he will automatically connect to that server. Usually these fields are not edited directly. Instead they represent the last manual connect to a server.

In this way, you have to choose the server only once, and every time you start your application, it will auto connect to that server.

Control:
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Your client can be offline and online. When it is online, it is showing a list of servers which are accessible on your local network.

Choosen one of those servers and click “Connect”. 

Close the video client property window, and watch tv. 

Some servers may not allow you to switch channels.

A typical channel switch will take 2 to 4 seconds. There is a delay, because the mpeg decoders are buffering at least one second, and the network itself is also creating a delay of around 100ms.

Know problem:

With the current implementation of progDVB, channel switch to a different transponder does fail sometimes. Typically in this situation, the server will show no signal for the channel. On the server side, it is possible to call the same channel again, and the sattelite card will re-tune. On the client side, this is impossible. The server will ignore a channel switch, if he (thinks he) is already at that channel. In this case the client must call another channel and then return to the original one, hoping that channel switch is working this time.
